Where a
particujer officer ie so dssignated in any ordinznce that officer's
authority shall continue in full force and effect and schzll not be
dirmdns ' the terme of this Ordinance, and the suihority o
the Orvdinance snall be in addition and supnlementary t
the specific cfficer.
